6. Help Us Keep the School Safe from Covid19 Transmission 
 
The number of Covid19 cases in the nation has surged in recent weeks and we urge all parents/guardians to 
exercise social responsibility to help keep the school safe from the transmission of the virus. You can help by the 
following actions:    

a. Keep your child/ward home if they are unwell and bring him/her to see the doctor. 
b. Test your child/ward with the ART kit if he/she is unwell and adhere to MOH protocols. You can obtain

c. Inform the school/class mentor immediately if your child/ward is Covid positive and ensure that he/she 

does not come to school until he/she becomes Covid negative. 
d. Abide by the High Risk Warning (HRW) rules & requirements should your child/ward be issued with HRW 
e. Ensure your child/ward bring a working TraceTogether token to school daily to facilitate contact tracing 

work by MOH. You can get a replacement at the nearest Community Club if the token is faulty.  
f. Educate your child/ward on maintaining high standards of hygiene (eg. washing hands with soap, wearing  

face mask properly and washing reusable mask regularly to keep them clean, adhering to school hygiene 
processes such as wipe down routines).

As a parent, you are the key navigator of your child’s growth. Your child will benefit the most when we put your 
child at the heart of what we do, and when we understand our shared responsibilities for your child and work 
together to bring out the best in your child. Having a close relationship with us will help you to better understand 
your child’s learning experience in school, so that you could provide the necessary family care, support and 
reinforcement at home.
